Instructions
Enter the web address into your phone or scan the QR code.

You can then add an icon to the home screen of your phone. 
This enables you to click on the icon to go straight to the 
screening information, just like an app. Finding the add to 
home screen option depends on what phone you have and 
how old it is. If you need help, search online for what to do 
for your specific phone.

For newer iPhones, click on the share icon      at the bottom 
of the screen. Scroll up or left and select add to home 
screen, then add.

For newer Android phones, click on the menu icon (3 dots   
or lines      ). Select add to home screen, then add.
